The STAR method is a structured approach to answering behavioral interview questions in Content
Writer and other job interviews. STAR stands for:

« Situation: Describe the context or background of the specific event.
* Task: Explain your responsibility or role in that situation.

* Action: Detall the specific steps you took to address the task.

» Result: Share the outcomes of your actions and what you learned.
