Design and other job interviews. STAR stands for:

« Situation: Describe the context or background of the specific event.
* Task: Explain your responsibility or role in that situation.

* Action: Detall the specific steps you took to address the task.

» Result: Share the outcomes of your actions and what you learned.

Q1: Can you describe a time when you had to meet a tight deadline on a design
project? How did you handle it?

Sample Answer:

In the final week of a large client's brand re-design project, | discovered that a key team member had
fallen ill and would be unable to contribute to our impending deadline. Tasked with ensuring the
project stayed on track, | reprioritized my own work and took on additional responsibilities, such as
revising drafts and finalizing the presentation materials. | also coordinated closely with other team
members to redistribute the workload efficiently. As a result, we not only met the deadline but also
received commendation from the client for the high quality and cohesiveness of the final deliverables.
